XI. Other Issues:

· Wayne asked for donations of A equipment. Their equipment was lost. He has not yet received the ok from his township to purchase replacement equipment.

· Waivers- If a player comes from outside of the Palisades area, she does not need a waiver.

· Deep Run will be holding a tournament for 12U and 10U girls. The dates are June 13 and 14. 

· Kathy Keebler said that the Sunday Select group is looking for 10U coaches. Sunday Select is a rec league (not travel players) that follows rules similar to UBSL rules. 

· Bill Hanisak voiced his concern over the mercy bylaw that we voted in at the last meeting. A team can put in their best pitcher for the first 4 innings and get a score high enough to mercy the other team. They would then never need to use a less experienced pitcher and the other team would lose the opportunity to catch back up. 

This will be discussed and voted on at the next meeting.

Tonight’s discussion: we could take out the “20 runs/4 innings” part and leave the rest.
This also brought up the discussion about a rule that would only allow 5 runs scored by a team in one inning.  This will also be discussed further and voted on at the next meeting.

Pros: take pressure off pitchers

5 run rule voted down last year

Coaches could agree to implement this before the start of a game

The question about the mercy rule also led to a question about the bylaw that reads “players must play 2 defensive innings or be in by the top of the 5th”.  If a game is ended after 4 innings, all girls may not have played. 

· There are no league rules that:

Set a number of times that a pitcher can bean batters before they are pulled. Up until now coaches have been responsible about pulling those pitchers. 

Set a number of times that a coach may go to the pitcher’s mound to talk to a pitcher.  Amy will check on what the ASA rules are for this. Most seemed to agree that if a girl needs it, she should get it, but now that our games have time limits, it could be a problem.

· Patti’s Durham B team is very large. Girls will not get a lot of playing time. Could they double roster without penalty if a player misses a B game? Should some girls move to A? Should some move to another township or girls from another township move and join them so that they can make 2 teams?
