· Double rostered to gain experience, especially if playing a weaker team.

· How to account for innings pitched between A and B levels.

· Leave the decision to coach and parents; hopefully they will make the responsible decision.

Decision made to allow 5th graders to pitch at A level. Coaches must be responsible.
