III.      Recruitment:

Methods of recruitment could include Friday folders, School TV, Signs posted at the 3 elementary schools, PALMS and the junction of Rtes 412 and 611, and flyers to St. John the Baptist.

IV. VIGS Recruitment: Mike Reinbold asked about girls who will age out of A 

Level ball. Amy will be sending him the names and numbers for all of these girls.

V. Pitching Clinic: All were in favor of doing the pitching clinic with Donna again. It is our largest source of incoming money and Donna does a beautiful job with the girls. Amy will contact Donna and Becky to make arrangements. The clinic will probably be held in January.

Amy also suggested that some sort of thank you be sent to Becky George for allowing UBSL to use the PHS gym without cost.

VI. B-Level Umpires: Amy asked if there is anyone who would be willing to 

volunteer to recruit new umpires and meet to discuss our rules with them for the B level. 

VII. Gym Time: Mike Reinbold will be setting up winter gym times for softball

practices. This would be for UBSL coaches and their teams. He also hopes to have the batting cages. He will present his results at the next meeting.

VIII. Cabot Thomas Issue:

Cabot asked to discuss the rules concerning A level girls. He has three girls who have summer birthdays but are in 9th grade.  He suggested that the rules for A level read like that for B level (11 year old 5th graders). Because signups fall before the next meeting, we discussed and then voted on the following wording for A level:

“Exceptions will be made for 15 year olds in 9th grade.”

All voted in favor of this change. 

Amy will make sure that UBSL signup sheets contain the correct info.

IX. Townships with low numbers struggling to put teams together:

Amy wanted to discuss how we could help these townships. At this time, the townships struggling are Bridgeton and Riegelsville. It would be terrible to lose townships in our small league. 

To help these teams we need to consider:

1. The township maps could be altered for newcomers to the softball league. Tinicum and Revere (because of their large numbers) would both give up part of their territory to Bridgeton and Riegelsville. 

2. Existing players from Revere and Tinicum (or other townships) could play for Bridgeton or Riegelsville on a volunteer basis. If there were no volunteers, we would need to look at where girls live to make decisions on how to help. 

Without any changes at this point, Bridgeton is projecting that they will have approximately 6-7 girls for A and 6-7 girls for B. Riegelsville is projecting 8-9 girls for A and 3 girls for B. Neither township expects many T-ballers to be moving up the ranks.

X. All Star Games:

The games will be at Riegelsville this year. Because of parking issues, the games will be held back to back on Sat., June 21, 2008. 

Joe will look into the possibility of having one game Friday night and the second on Saturday.
