Amy wanted to discuss a deadline for future bylaws changes. Her proposed timeline was:

After discussion, it was voted that the above timeline would be used with the addition that a new bylaw change may be made in April but the vote must be unanimous for all townships.

Tom Keebler wants to play 2 tournaments this summer with a U12 team that would include girls from Revere, Silver Creek, and Tinicum. He wanted to confirm that these girls would be eligible to play for UBSL next year. All agreed that as long as the tournaments were rec level, not travel level, the girls would be fine for next year. Revere accepts full responsibility. 

Amy mentioned an upcoming tournament that will benefit a local commissioner who has died. If anyone is interested in putting together a team, contact Amy. It will take place on the last weekend of June. It would be a U14 team, so coaches can ask their players if they are interested. 
Tom Keebler wanted to discuss that the bylaws state that girls “must signup for their township” but that Bridgeton has 5 Revere girls. Amy told him that it has been discussed at all the meetings this season that Bridgeton needed help in order to keep a team. Other points made were that the girls were floating at the time that they signed up, that it would be nice to keep Bridgeton going, and that the waivers were in for the girls. Tom said that there was no waiver for one player and Laura told him she would get it. 

Joe Evanowski suggested that we all consider an All Star Team Fee. It could start next year, be approximately $40, and help defray the cost to UBSL for the All Star games.

Mike Reinbold asked for funding in the amount of $125 to pay the entrance fee for his VIGS team to play in a tournament being held June 6, 7, and 8. All agreed that this was fine.   
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
